D. Ministry Milestones

1. Departmental Leader – The student minister shall serve as an assistant to one of the staff pastors
of Church of All Nations. The student minister shall commit at least five (5) hours per week, on
average. The student is responsible for recording and reporting the hours to the school.

2. Small Group Leader – The student minister shall be the leader of a small group that meets weekly
or bi-weekly for at least 14 months.
